The elderly are particularly vulnerable. The thinking had been that once the crisis is over, older people who survive sepsis make full recoveries. But new research finds the opposite to be true. 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A recent study found that people with a HISTORY OF CANCER have a 40 percent greater likelihood of experiencing memory problems that interfere with daily functioning. The report mirrors findings of cancer-related memory impairment in smaller studies of certain cancers, such as breast and prostate cancer. "The findings show that memory impairment in cancer patients is a national problem that we must pay special attention to," University of Miami Miller School of Medicine.

[image: image9.wmf]Starting January 1, 2011 79-MILLION- BABY BOOMERS will be turning 65 at the rate of one every eight seconds. That means more than 10,000 people per day, or more than four million per year, for the next 19 years facing an increased risk of Alzheimer's.
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Nearly 80% of people with Lewy Body Dementia (LBD) received a diagnosis for a different cognitive, movement or psychiatric disorder before ultimately learning they had LBD. LBD, the second-most common form of degenerative dementia in the elderly affecting an estimated 1.3 million people in the United States, is most often misdiagnosed as Alzheimer's disease. The report, Caregiver Burden in Lewy Body Dementias, reveals that people with LBD and their caregivers face barriers to obtaining an early diagnosis. Additionally, caregivers experience moderate to severe emotional burden, and most experience a sense of isolation because so few people know about LBD. lbda.org
